NOTICE OF INTENT TO REVIEW ISSUES RELATED TO A NON-FINAL ORDER 

At its regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, January 3, 2019, the Fire Prevention and Building 

Safety Commission (the Commission), the ultimate authority in the above-referenced matter, 

considered the attached documents entered by the Administrative Law Judge, entitled Notice of 

Non-Final Order and Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Non-Final Order. 

Pursuant to Indiana Code § 4-21.5-3-29(e), you are hereby notified that the Commission intends 

to further review the following issues related to the Administrative Law Judge’s Findings of 

Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Non-Final Order: 

1. The Commission intends to further review and compare the specific requirements for the

installation of automatic sprinkler systems in Group R occupancies in accordance with

NFPA 13-2010 and NFPA 13R-2010. This particularly references the discussion and

statements in Conclusion #1 of Administrative Law Judge’s Conclusions of Law (Pages 4

and 5).

2. In regards to the Administrative Law Judge’s statements on “combustibles” provided at the

bottom of page 7 and continuing onto page 8, the Commission intends to review the topic

of combustibles, specifically regarding the meaning of “combustibles,” and why it has been

determined that combustibles will not be stored on the balconies of 32 Union. This

particularly references the discussion and statements in Conclusion #2(b) of the

Administrative Law Judge’s Conclusions of Law (Pages 7-8).

3. Based on the above and other related portions of the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law,

and Non-Final Order as necessary, the Commission intends to review whether the

Administrative Law Judge’s determination regarding automatic sprinklers over the third

floor balconies at 32 Union is correct.

The Commission intends to review the above-listed issues at its next meeting on Tuesday, February 

5, 2019. The meeting will start at 9:00 a.m. (EST) in Conference Center Room B of Indiana 

Government Center South, 302 W. Washington Street, Indianapolis, IN 46204.  

Pursuant to Indiana Code § 4-21.5-3-28, notice is hereby given that the Commission hereby 

affords the parties an opportunity to present briefs concerning this matter. Any briefs for the 

Commission’s consideration shall be due on Wednesday, January 30, 2019. Briefs may be 

submitted by postal mail, electronic mail, or hand-delivery to the Commission’s staff.
