Correction: If a migrant household is determined eligible for 
expedited service according to Section 1830.25.00, only 
income received between the first of the month and the 
application date is included in the budget. All income 
anticipated from a new source after the application date is 
disregarded for the month of application.  
Regarding the recertification of migrants, income from a 
new source is disregarded in the first month of the new 
certification period if income of more than $25 will not be 
received from the new source by the 10th calendar day after 
the date of the AG's normal issuance cycle.  
Travel advances should be considered as income to the AG 
when written into a contract that it will be subtracted from 
wages by the new employer. Any travel advances which are 
not considered an advance of wages are not to be 
considered as income to the AG nor included in the budget 
determination. Should the travel advance be considered as 
income as written into a contract by a new employer, use 
the criteria mentioned in Section 1830.25.00 to determine if
