Raobert Sundwick.

Heisamember
of the Indianapolis, Indiana State, and American Bar
Associations, and the Bar Association of the Seventh Federal

Dale Gettelfinger of Floyds Knob, Indiana, is a Certified
Public Accountant and an attorney. Mr. Gettelfinger is
President and CEO of Monroe Shine and Co., Inc., an
independent certified public accounting firm. Heisactivein
many professional, community, and civic organizations. Mr.
Gettelfinger was appointed to the Commission in September
2001, replacing Robert Swan.

(Chair) 1993-1997; Judge Robert Gilmore, Jr. 1993-1994;
Gilmer “Gene” Hendley 1993-1994; Robert Sundwick 1993-

The Indiana Gaming Commission is composed of seven individuals
appointed by the Governor for athree-year staggered term. Three
members must be from counties contiguous to Lake Michigan, three
from counties contiguous to the Ohio River, and one member cannot
be from any of the previously described counties. No more than four
members may be affiliated with the same political party. One
member must be experienced in law enforcement, one must be a
certified public accountant, and one must be an attorney. All must
have a reasonable knowledge of the practices, procedures and
principles of gambling.



THE YEAR IN REVIEW

The RIVERBOAT GAMBLING ACT (ACT), enacted by
Public Law 277-1993 and codified at Indiana Code 4-33,
et. seq., became effective on July 1, 1993, legalizing casino
gaming on riverboats. In general, the ACT established the
Indiana Gaming Commission (IGC) and vested it with the
authority to issue not more than 11 riverboat licensesin
specified areas of the State of Indiana and to regulate the
operation of the riverboats along with related businesses,
occupations and schools.

The ACT authorized the Governor to appoint the bipartisan
seven-member commission and directed that the initial
commission be appointed by September 1, 1993. Thefirst
meeting of the IGC was held September 7, 1993. The ACT
requires the IGC to hold at least one meeting each quarter of
the fiscal year, arequirement that the |GC has always
exceeded.

This ninth annual report sets forth the actions of the IGC for
the calendar year 2001. Robert W. Swan of Evansville,
Indiana resigned his appointment in August 2001. Dae
Gettelfinger of Floyds Knob, Indiana was appointed to fill
Mr. Swan's position. The IGC, while being very active
regulating the gaming industry, spent a considerable amount
of time reinvestigating and preparing for the five-year license
renewals for five of Indianas 10 riverboats as noted in the
following overview:

Riverboat Owner’s License Activity

The IGC approved areguest of Empress Casino
Hammond Corp. to change their name to Horseshoe
Hammond, Inc.

Caesars opened a 503 room hotel in August and began
construction of an eighteen hole golf course in Harrison
Co. which is due to open for play in 2002.

Harrah's opened a 293 room hotel in December.

The IGC approved arequest of the Majestic Star Casino,
LLC and certain affiliates to enter into debt transactions
to facilitate the purchase of assets of the Fitzteralds
Gaming Corp. which has casinos in Nevada, Colorado,
and Mississippi.

Information Technology Division

The Electronic Gaming Device System (EGDS), which
handles the approval, shipment and tracking of new
Electronic Gaming Devices acquired by the riverboats, was
implemented in January 2002. The second phase of this
system, which will track the movement and/or conversion of
existing EGD assets, will be implemented during the later
part of 2002.



Relicensing

Five riverboat owner's licenses were renewed following their
initial five-year licensing expiration in 2001: Horseshoein
Hammond, Majestic Star and Trump Casinosin Gary, Grand
Victoriain Rising Sun, and Argosy Casino in Lawrenceburg.
With Aztar being the first riverboat to have its license
renewed in 2000; this leaves four boats still to be relicensed:
Blue Chip and Harrah'sin 2002, Caesars in 2003, and
Belterrain 2005.

Revenues and Admissions

Total number of admissions for 2001 was 41,373,160
which is an increase of 2.75 million admissions over
2000. Thetotal admissionstax paid in 2001 was
$124,119,480, which is an approximate $8.3 million
increase over 2000.

The total win for the riverboats in 2001 was
$1,841,841,833 which is an increase of nearly 154 million
over 2000. Thetotal wagering tax paid was $368,502,071
which isa$30.7 million increase over 2000.

Total admission and wagering taxes paid from the
inception of riverboat gaming in 1995 through the end of
2001 are $2,114,556,656.

Lawsuits
The IGC was not a party to any lawsuits during 2001.

Wagering Limits

Based upon the reports of the National Gambling Impact
Study Commission and the Indiana Gambling Study
Commission, as well as the observance of the riverboat
gambling industry in the State of Indiana, the IGC does not
have any evidence that would require changing the wagering
loss limits from existing law and practice of the industry in
Indiana. Existing law and practice do not set awagering loss
limit in Indiana.

Legislation

At the time the IGC published its 2000 Annua Report,

several pieces of legidlation pertaining to riverboat gaming
were pending in the First Regular Session of the 112" Indiana
General Assembly. No bills directly pertaining to gaming
became dligible for enactment into law as aresult of that
legislative session. A bill was passed that amended the
statute regarding minority and women owned business
enterprise purchases. Thisbill is addressed in the minority
and women owned business enterprise section of this report.

The Second Regular Session of the 112" Indiana General
Assembly was underway at the time of this report. Several
bills related to riverboat gaming had been introduced for
consideration and any new laws created by this legislation
will be reported in the 2002 Annual Report.

RIVERBOAT CASINO LICENSING

During 2001, the IGC carried out its statutory requirements
by continuing to regulate the 10 operational riverboats.

Transfer of Riverboat Owner’s License

In 2001, one transfer of Riverboat Owner’s License was
completed and approved by the IGC. The transfer of interest
involved Empress Casino Hammond Corporation (Empress),
which operates the riverboat located in Hammond, Indiana.
On August 20, 1999, Horseshoe Gaming Holding Corp.
(Horseshoe) acquired one hundred percent (100%) of the
ownership interest in Empress. Horseshoe requested the
ability to change the name of the Riverboat Owner’s License
from Empress Casino Hammond Corporation to Horseshoe
Hammond, Inc., and paid the transfer fee of $50,000.
Horseshoe assured the IGC that the transfer did not result in
any new ownership interest. The IGC considered the request
during the March 2, 2001 meeting, and approved the change
of name pursuant to Resolution 2001-8.

Renewal of Riverboat Owner’s Licenses

In 2001, the IGC renewed six Riverboat Owner’s Licenses.
Pursuant to IC 4-33-6-10, an owner’ s license expires five
years after the effective date of the license. Trump Indiana,
Inc. and Majestic Star Casino, LLC commenced full-time
gaming on June 11, 1996, therefore the five-year anniversary
occurred on June 10, 2001. Horseshoe Hammond, Inc.
(Horseshoe), commenced full-time gaming on June 29, 1996,
therefore the five-year anniversary occurred on June 28,
2001. Grand Victoria Casino & Resort, LP (Grand Victoria)
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commenced full-time gaming on September 16, 1996,
therefore the five-year anniversary occurred on September 15,
2001. Thefifth five-year renewal of the Riverboat Owner’s
License involved Indiana Gaming Company, LP (Argosy).
Argosy commenced full time gaming on December 13, 1996,
therefore the five-year anniversary occurred on December 12,
2001.

Pursuant to 1C 4-33-6-12, following the five-year renewal, an
owner’s license may be renewed annually upon payment of
the $5,000 annual renewal fee and a determination by the
IGC that the riverboat licensee satisfies the conditions the of
Riverboat Gambling laws. The one-year Riverboat Owner’s
License held by Aztar Indiana Gaming Company, LLC was
renewed by the IGC on December 6, 2001.

Reorganization of Licensee

Two riverboat licensees requested approval of the
reorganization of their ownership structures. Thefirst
reorganization of alicense occurred with Argosy Gaming
Company (Argosy), Conseco Entertainment, LL C (Conseco)
and Centaur, Inc. (Centaur). Indiana Gaming Company, LP,
isalimited partnership consisting of 57.5% interest held
indirectly by Argosy, 29% interest held by Conseco, and
13.5% interest held by Centaur. On February 22, 2001, and
March 7, 2001 Argosy completed the purchase of the 29%
interest held by Conseco, and the 13.5% interest held by
Centaur. The IGC considered the transfer of ownership
during the March 2, 2001 meeting, and approved the transfer
of 42.5% ownership interest in the Riverboat Owner’s
License pursuant to Resolution 2001-7.



The second reorganization of ownership interest involved
RSR, LLC, the 20% owner of interest in Grand Victoria
Casino & Resort, LP, and FJH, LLC, an entity containing
seventeen investors. A minority shareholder of RSR, LLC
requested |GC approval to transfer 8% interest in RSR, LLC,
thereby transferring 1.6% interest in Grand Victoria Casino &
Resort, LPto FJH, LLC. The IGC considered the transfer of
ownership during the August 23, 2001 meeting, and approved
the transfer of 1.6% interest in the Riverboat Owner’s License
pursuant to Resolution 2001-35.

Disciplinary Actions

The IGC initiated 20 disciplinary actions against riverboat
licenseesin 2001. Ten of the actions concerned minors

obtai ning access to the riverboat in violation of |C 4-33-9-
12(a). ThelGC initiated apolicy to fine ariverboat in the
amount of $1,500 for the first reported instance of aminor
obtaining access to the casino. The fine was then increased
for each subsequent incident or additional violations, with
consideration given to decrease the fine when mitigating
circumstances were presented by the riverboat licensee.
Argosy, Caesars, Blue Chip, Horseshoe and Mgjestic Star
each received afinein the amount of $1,500 due to a minor
obtaining access to the riverboat during 2001. Casino Aztar
agreed to afinein the amount of $3,000 for a second
violation of a minor gaining access to the riverboat. Harrah's
agreed to afine in the amount of $3,050 due to an incident
where aminor obtained access to the riverboat and won a slot
jackpot: $1,500 for the minor boarding the riverboat, $50 for
the amount of credit remaining on the electronic gaming
device the patron was playing, and forfeiture of the $1,500
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jackpot. Horseshoe agreed to pay afinein the amount of
$3,500 due to the submission of mitigating circumstances
following a second incident of a minor obtaining access to the
riverboat. Grand Victoria agreed to pay afinein the amount
of $8,000 due to three separate incidents of minors accessing
theriverboat. Belterraagreed to pay afinein the amount of
$13,500 due to the employment of a minor on the riverboat.

In addition to the actions taken against the riverboat licensees
due to minors obtaining access to the riverboats, the IGC
brought ten actions due to other statutory or rule violationsin
2001. In Re Disciplinary Action of Majestic Star Casino
No. 2001-M S-1 consisted of three counts. The first count
involved the management of Mgestic Star learning of a
scheme to steal money from the casino cage and the failure of
management to promptly notify IGC or the Indiana State
Police for a potentia criminal investigation. The second
count involved the procedure used by the casino to change
video surveillance tapes resulted in alack of video coverage.
The third count was due to personnel changes with the
Director of Surveillance and Director of Security wherein the
|GC determined that the casino did not have adequate staffing
to protect the assets of the casino. Due to the inadequate
staffing, the casino was ordered closed at 12:00 p.m. on July
11, 2000 and reopened with additional supervision at 4:00
p.m. the same day. The IGC determined the closing of the
casino was sufficient action for the violations of count three.
Asto counts one and two, the IGC staff and Majestic Star
Casino entered into a settlement agreement whereby Mgjestic
Star agreed to pay afinein the amount of $15,000. The IGC
adopted this settlement agreement on August 23, 2001.



In Re The Matter of Aztar Indiana Gaming Corp. No. 01-
AZ-1 consisted of two counts. The first count was dueto a
minor obtaining access to the riverboat in violation of 1C 4-
33-9-12(a). The second count involved the failure of Aztar to
file currency transaction reportsin a number of instances
where areport isrequired. The IGC staff and Aztar entered
into a settlement agreement whereby Aztar agreed to pay a
fine in the amount of $16,500: a $1,500 fine for the minor
obtaining access to the riverboat, a $5,000 payment for the
forfeiture of ajackpot won by the minor, and a $10,000 fine
for the failuresto file required currency transaction reports.
The IGC adopted this settlement agreement on August 23,
2001.

In ReThe Matter of Grand Victoria Casino & Resort, LP
No. 00-GV-1 involved two counts. Thefirst count was due
to the failure of Grand Victoriato execute interna controls
that protect the assets of the company. Asaresult, an
occupational licensee committed atheft against the riverboat
in the amount of $84,000. The IGC staff and Grand Victoria
entered into a settlement agreement whereby Grand Victoria
agreed to pay afinein the amount of $25,000. The IGC
adopted this settlement agreement on March 2, 2001.

In Re Disciplinary Action of Indiana Gaming Company,
L. P. No. 01-AR-2 involved the parent company of Argosy
executing a contract with a company called NI1-JII
Entertainment, LLC. Argosy failed to diligently investigate
the propriety of NII-JII and NII-JIl was alleged to have been
associated with convicted criminals and individuals of
notorious and unsavory reputation. Due to Argosy’slack of
due diligence, Argosy failed to maintain the high standards of
character, reputation and financial integrity to ensure
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Argosy’s continued suitability for licensure. The IGC staff
and Argosy entered into a settlement agreement whereby
Argosy agreed to pay afinein the amount of $25,000 and all
costs incurred by the Commission in the investigation of this
violation. The IGC adopted this settlement agreement on
December 6, 2001.

Belterra Casino and Resort received three additional
disciplinary actions beyond the fine due to the employment of
the minor on theriverboat. In Re The Matter of Belterra
Casino and Resort No. 01-BT-1 involves three counts.
Count one and two were due to the fact that Belterra failed to
timely file gaming tax returns. Count three involved the
failure to timely remit payment for the gaming tax. The IGC
staff and Belterra entered into a settlement agreement
whereby Belterra agreed to pay afine in the amount of
$45,000: $15,000 for each of the late filings and $15,000 for
the late payment. The IGC adopted this settlement agreement
on March 2, 2001.

In Re Disciplinary Action of Belterra Casino and Resort
No. 00-BT-2 involved the violation of 68 IAC 8-2-2, wherein
Belterrafailed to have a certified Emergency Medical
Technician on board the riverboat while patrons were present.
The IGC staff and Belterra entered into a settlement
agreement whereby Belterra agreed to pay afinein the
amount of $2,500. The IGC adopted this settlement
agreement on May 29, 2001.



In ReThe Matter of Belterra Casino and Resort No. 01-
BT-02 involved the violation of 68 |AC 8-2-2, wherein
Belterrafailed to have an Indiana certified Emergency
Medical Technician on board the riverboat at all times
patrons were present on the riverboat. The IGC staff and
Belterra entered into a settlement agreement whereby Belterra
agreed to pay afinein the amount of $35,000. The IGC
adopted this settlement agreement on August 23, 2001.

In ReThe Matter of Boyd Gaming Corporation No. 01-
BC-1, the parent company of Blue Chip Casino, was brought
due to the fact that Boyd Gaming Corporation failed to advise
or seek approval of aterm loan commitment in the amount of
$150 million in violation of 68 IAC 5-3 et seq. The IGC staff
and Boyd entered into a settlement agreement whereby Boyd
agreed to pay afinein the amount of $75,000. The IGC
adopted this settlement agreement on March 2, 2001.

Harrah's East Chicago Casino received two additional
disciplinary actions beyond the fine due to the minor on the
riverboat. In ReDisciplinary Action of Harrah’'s East
Chicago Casino No. 01-HA-01 involved aHarrah' s Poker
room Supervisor participating in agambling game while
employed by Harrah'sin violation of 68 IAC 9-4-5(b). The
IGC staff and Harrah' s entered into a settlement agreement
whereby Harrah's agreed to pay afine in the amount of
$5,000. The IGC adopted this settlement agreement on May
29, 2001. Thethird action concerning Harrah's, In Re The
Matter of Harrah's Operating Company, Inc. No. 01-HA-
01, involved the parent company of the Riverboat Licensee.
Harrah’'s Operating Company failed to advise or seek
approval of Senior Notes in the amount of $500 millionin
violation of 68 IAC 5-3 et seg. The IGC staff and Harrah's
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entered into a settlement agreement whereby Harrah's agreed
to pay afinein the amount of $75,000. The IGC adopted this
settlement agreement on March 2, 2001.

Another disciplinary action brought by the IGC in 2001 was
In Re The Matter of Centaur, Inc. No. 01-CENTAUR-1.
Centaur, Inc. was a 13.5% limited partner in Indiana Gaming
Company, LP, the entity that operates the Argosy Casino
located in Lawrenceburg, Indiana. On January 5, 2000,
Centaur entered into a credit facility in the amount of $12.5
million, with a subsequent increase in the facility to atotal of
$22.5 million. Centaur failed to exclude the partnership
interest as collateral for the loan in violation of 1C 4-33-4-
21(c), which prohibits a license owner from borrowing or
obtaining aloan against an owner’slicense. Centaur further
failed to advise or seek approval of the credit facility in
violation of 68 IAC 5-3 et seg. The IGC staff and Centaur
entered into a settlement agreement whereby Centaur agreed
to pay afine in the amount of $500,000: $425,000 for the
violation of 1C 4-33-4-21 and $75,000 for the violation of 68
IAC 5-3 et seq. The IGC adopted this settlement agreement
on March 2, 2001.

Following the initial five-year period, riverboat owner licenses are renewed
annually pursuant to the statute. Other than for exceptional cases this report
will not document annual renewals.
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OCCUPATIONAL LICENSING

The IGC requires each individual who works on ariverboat
casino, or who works in a sensitive position with ariverboat
licensee to hold an occupational license. A casino must hire an
individual before the IGC will begin the processto license that
individual. If anindividua appearsto be suitable for licensure
based upon his or her application for an occupational license,
the IGC issues atemporary occupational license to that
individual. In 2001, the IGC issued 5,439 new temporary
occupational licenses. Thetemporary license allows an
individual to begin working aboard the riverboat pending the
results of aroutine background investigation, which is
completed by the Background Investigative Unit of the Indiana
State Police (1SP).

Once an individual’ s background investigation confirms the
absence of information that would prohibit the IGC from
licensing that individual, the IGC issues a permanent badge to
that individual. In 2001 the IGC issued 5,480 new permanent
badges to employees who had previously held temporary
licenses, and renewed 4,834 existing permanent badges. As of
the end of January 2002, atotal of 13,502 individuals held
either atemporary or permanent occupationa license allowing
them to work for one of Indiana s riverboat casinos.

Once licensed, occupational licensees must continue to
maintain their suitability for licensure. The IGC takes various
levels of disciplinary action against occupational licenses for
failureto follow provisions of the ACT or Indiana
Administrative Code. Depending upon the situation, the IGC
may suspend, revoke, or take formal disciplinary action against
an occupational licensee, or place alicensee on probation.
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Occupational License Revocations

The |GC staff revoked temporary occupational licenses prior to
the issuance of permanent occupational licenses on eleven
occasions during 2001 for reasons unrelated to an individual’s
prior criminal history. These licenses were revoked for the
following reasons.

Criminal activity in performance of duties
Violation of proper dealing procedure

Of these individuals, one has appealed the action of the IGC;
the appeal remains pending as of December 31, 2001. Of the
two appedl s that were pending as of December 31, 2000, one
remains pending. The other individua voluntarily withdrew
his appeal prior to a hearing.

Disciplinary Actions Initiated Against
Licensees

In Re Disciplinary Action of an Empress employee,
Complaint Number 00-OL-EM-1. On or about February 10,
2000, the IGC initiated a disciplinary action against an
employee for wrongful conduct committed during the
performance of that individual’s duties as a dot attendant. The
individual removed tokens from inside slot machines, and gave
the tokens to a patron, to usein the slot machines or exchange
for cash. The occupational licensee did not wish to have a
hearing to address the all egations contained in the complaint.
The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) hasissued a
recommendation to the IGC that default judgment be entered in
favor of the IGC. The IGC must vote to either accept or reject
the recommendation of the ALJ.



In Re Disciplinary Action of a Harrah's employee,
Complaint Number 01-OL-HA-1. On or about March 23,
2001, the IGC staff initiated disciplinary action against an
occupational license for an October 1999 incident in which the
individual sat down at a poker table and played poker, while on
duty, allegedly at the direction of a patron. The ALJ presided
over the matter throughout a pre-hearing conference and
exchange of discovery. Ultimately, the IGC voted to accept
settlement terms pursuant to which the individual agreed to a
period of suspension of six months with three months
suspended, followed by a probationary license for one year.

Felony Waiver Decisions

Pursuant to IC 4-33-8-3, the IGC may not issue an
occupational license to any individua who has been convicted
of afelony. During 2001, the IGC denied temporary
occupational licensesto at least 14 applicants due to their
disclosure that they had one or more felony convictions.
Additionally, the IGC revoked the temporary occupational
licenses of three individuals due to the ISP Background
Investigative Unit’ s discovery during routine background
investigations that the licensees had failed to reveal felony
conviction information on their applications. Pursuant to IC 4-
33-8-11, an individual who is disqualified due to afelony
conviction may seek awaiver of the felony disgualification. In
2001, the IGC received four requests for felony waivers. The
IGC denied two of those requests because the individuals were
statutorily ineligible to be considered for awaiver. Felony
waiver hearings were conducted in two cases. Those waiver
requests remained pending at the end of 2001.
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There were several felony waiver requests pending at the end
of 2000. Of those, three were statutorily eligible to be
considered for awaiver and received hearings before an IGC
review officer. The IGC granted waiversto two individuals,
and denied awaiver to the third individual. Theindividua to
whom the waiver was denied appealed that decision to an ALJ.
The ALJrecommended to the IGC that the denial of the
individual’ s waiver be upheld by the IGC. The IGC voted to
uphold the denial of the waiver.

At the end of 2000, an appeal by an individual who had been
denied awaiver due to statutory ineligibility was pending
beforethe ALJ. The ALJrecommended that the appeal be
dismissed, that the individual’ s application for an occupational
license be denied, and that his request for afelony waiver
pursuant to IC 4-33-8-11 be denied due to statutory
ingligibility. The IGC accepted the ALJ s recommendation.

Gambling Misdemeanor Waiver Decisions

Pursuant to IGC rules, alicensee must not have been convicted
of any offense involving the violation of agaming law in any
jurisdiction. Based on the recommendation of an ALJina
1998 case, the IGC has begun a process, analogous to the
felony waiver process, whereby individuals may request a
waiver of a misdemeanor gambling conviction disqualification.
During 2001, the IGC revoked one individual’ s occupational
license because he failed to disclose a gambling-related
misdemeanor conviction. Thisindividua did not file arequest
for awaiver. At the end of 2000, there were five pending
misdemeanor gambling conviction waiver requests. The IGC
granted waiversto four of these individuals; the IGC denied a
waiver to one individual.



SUPPLIER LICENSING

In order to supply certain goods and servicesto Indiana
riverboats, an individual or company must apply for and
receive asupplier’slicense from the IGC. Upon successful
completion of athorough background investigation of
suitability, asupplier’slicenseisissued by the IGC. The
I|GC granted four supplier’s licenses during 2001. The
following companies received a supplier’ s license:
Establissements Bourgogne et Grasset S.A. (B & G) d/b/a
The Bud Jones Company, Inc., Hasgoe Cleaning Systems,
Inc., Konami Gaming, Inc., and Tech Innovations, Inc.

A supplier's license must be renewed annually following a
request by the supplier and payment of the $5,000 annual fee.
Twenty-four supplier renewals were granted by the IGC in
2001.

The supplier’ slicense of Lodging and Gaming Systems was
not renewed. An apped is pending in this matter.

One licensed supplier, VLC, Inc. (VLC), requested leave of
the IGC to withdraw itslicense. This regquest was made as a
result of ownership restructuring involving Anchor Coin,
d/b/a Anchor Games (Anchor), an Indiana supplier licensee.
In June 1999, Anchor Gaming acquired Powerhouse
Technologies, Inc. (Powerhouse) and all its operations,
including VLC. Because VLC iseligibleto be considered
licensed under the license of its parent company and pursuant
to the request of VLC, the IGC determined that VLC no
longer needed to hold its own license. Therequest of VLC
was approved by the IGC on August 23, 2001 by Resolution
2001-31.
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Settlement Agreement entered into with a
Supplier Licensee

In 2001, the IGC entered into one settlement agreement with
asupplier licensee. In Re Settlement Agreement of: Paul-
Son Gaming Supplies, Inc. Comp. No. 2001-PAUL -SON-
1. On March 12, 2001, the IGC initiated a Settlement
Agreement with Paul-Son Gaming Supplies, Inc. The
settlement agreement was due to the violation of 68 |AC 2-2-
1(c). Paul-Son distributed plastic playing cards manufactured
by KEM Plastic Playing Cards, Inc. (KEM). Pursuant to
Indiana gaming rules, all manufactures of electronic gaming
devices, chips, tokens, cards, dice, roulette wheels, keno
balls, and any other equipment that affects gaming are
required to hold a supplier’slicense. KEM did not possess a
supplier’'slicense.

On September 28, 1998, Paul-Son requested the IGC
approval to distribute KEM plastic playing cards. The IGC
requested additional information regarding Paul-Son’s
relationship with KEM. In April 1999, Paul-Son decided not
to sell KEM cards to Indiana riverboats and no longer
pursued approva. The IGC was not notified of this decision.

On two occasions in 2000, the | GC received a notice of
shipment of KEM cards for Harrah’ s East Chicago. Paul-Son
inadvertently authorized these orders and by clerical error,
|GC staff approved said shipments. The actions of Paul-Son
violated Indianagaming rules. The IGC staff and Paul-Son
agreed that a sanction be imposed. The IGC and Paul-Son
entered into an agreement to pay afinein the amount of
$1,000; $500 for each improper shipment.



Name Change

PDS Financial Corporation, atemporary supplier licensee,
requested the | GC recognize a change in the company name
from PDS Financial Corporation to PDS Gaming
Corporation. The IGC granted the transfer of the temporary

supplier’ slicense on August 23, 2001 by Resolution 2001-30.

Transfer of Supplier’s Licensee Ownership
Interest

In 2001, three licensed suppliers requested the |GC approval
for the transfer of ownership interest. Thefirst transfer of
ownership interest involved Atlantic City Coin and Slot
Service Company, Inc. (A.C. Coin) and arequest from the
major stock holder, Mac Sedlig, to transfer two percent
common stock ownership to each of his sons: Jerald Seelig,
Jeffrey Seelig and Jason Selig.

The transfer of interest resulted in the ownership of seven
percent by each son. Personal Disclosure Forms were filed
with the IGC for al three sons. No new key persons or
substantial owners were being introduced as aresult of the
change in ownership interest. The IGC granted the transfer of
ownership interest on March 2, 2001 by Resolution 2001-5.

The second transfer of ownership interest occurred with
International Game Technology executing an agreement and
plan of merger with Silicon Gaming, Inc. on March 27, 2001.
International Game Technology purchased 100% of the
equity interests of Silicon Gaming, Inc. and consequently the
Indiana supplier licensee, Silicon Gaming-Indiana, Inc. No
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new key persons or substantial owners were introduced as a
result of the change in ownership. The IGC granted the
transfer of ownership in Silicon Gaming, Inc. and
consequently Silicon Gaming-Indiana, Inc. to International
Game Technology on March 22, 2001 by Resolution
2001-15.

The third transfer of ownership interest occurred with
International Game Technology executing an agreement and
plan of merger with Anchor Gaming on July 8, 2001.
International Game Technology purchased 100% of the
equity interests of Anchor Gaming and consequently the
Indiana supplier licensee, Anchor Coin, d/b/a Anchor Games.
No new key persons or substantial owners were introduced as
aresult of the change in ownership. The IGC granted the
transfer of ownership of Anchor Gaming and consequently
Anchor Coin, d/b/a Anchor Games to International Game
Technology on November 7, 2001 by Resolution 2001-37.

CONTRACTS FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

The IGC continues its contractual relationships with various
entities for the provision of professional services. The areas of
professional service are as follows:. evaluation and testing of
gaming devices and systems, legal services, publishing,
evaluation of riverboat performance, and badging
reguirements.

Evaluation and Testing of Gaming Devices
and Systems

The IGC has a contract with Gaming Laboratories
International, Inc. (GL1), whose main officeislocated in
Toms River, New Jersey. Under the terms of the contract, GLI
provides the following services. on-site inspection and
certification of electronic gaming devices, computer
monitoring systems, and other onboard equipment; testing and
evaluation of electronic gaming devices and associated
equipment; training of IGC personnel and agents; and other
related services as requested, such as consultation regarding
gaming devices and software programs. The ACT and the
terms of the contract require that the riverboat licensee or
manufacturer of the device bear the cost of the inspections,
certifications, testing, evaluation and training of 1GC personnel
and agents. |GC paysfor GLI's services only in rare instances
when the IGC requests consultation and assistance.

Legal Services

The IGC continues its contractual relationship with Virginia
Dill McCarty of the Indianapolis law firm of Landman &
Beatty. Ms. McCarty provides consultation and assistance with
respect to numerous issues, including, but not limited to, bonds
and the security of bonds, the types and amounts of insurance

to be obtained or maintained by riverboat and supplier
licensees, and other areas as requested by the IGC.

The IGC continues its contractual relationship with Bernard
L. Pylitt, apartner in the law firm of Katzman Katzman &
Pylitt of Indianapolis. Mr. Pylitt serves as an Administrative
Law Judge for the IGC in complaintsfiled against the IGC,
disciplinary actions initiated by the IGC, and issues concerning
the revocation or denial of licenses.

Publishing

In 2000 the IGC contracted with a publishing firm to publish a
manual that contains the ACT, rules promulgated thereunder
(68 1AC), and an index of both the ACT and the rules. The
manual is still available through the IGC for a cost of $20.

Evaluation of Riverboat Performance

The IGC continues its relationship with Indiana University on
behalf of the Center for Urban Policy & the Environment,
School of Public and Environmental Affairs (SPEA).
Pursuant to the terms of the agreement, SPEA prepares annual
reports outlining each riverboat’ s performance for ariverboat’s
first five yearsin operation. In 2000, SPEA began providing
the IGC with comprehensive, cumulative reports that analyze
each riverboat’ sfirst five yearsin business with regard to its
performance of statutory and community obligations. The
reports are utilized by the IGC in effectuating the statutorily
required five-year relicensing and reinvestigation process. Six
of Indiana’s riverboats underwent the relicensing process
beginning in late 2000 through 2001; two riverboats will
complete that processin 2002.



In 2001, the IGC entered into a contract with Dr. A. Charlene
Sullivan. Pursuant to the contract, Dr. Sullivan conducts
financial analyses of the riverboat gaming industry in the State
of Indiana.

Badging Requirements

The IGC issues identification badges to each occupational
licensee and non-gaming employee of riverboat licensees. The
IGC has entered into Memoranda of Understanding with each
of Indiana’s 10 riverboat licensees, Identix, Inc., and Datacard.
I dentix was designated the appropriate vendor to install and
service live-scan fingerprint systems. Datacard was designated
the appropriate vendor to install and service the photo ID
systems. Although the goods and services provided are for the
use of the IGC in processing occupationa licensees who work

for the riverboat licensees, al costs are borne by the riverboat
licensees. Because the monetary expenditure is made by the
riverboat licensee, yet the equipment is being utilized by the
IGC, it was determined that Memoranda of Understanding are
the appropriate mechanism within which to outline the various
duties and responsibilities of each entity.

Additional Agreements

In fulfilling its other statutory obligations, the IGC has
continued to enter into Memoranda or Letters of Understanding
with other agencies and jurisdictions to facilitate the sharing of
information and to ensure that the IGC has complete
information about each licensee for regulatory purposes.

EXCLUSION LIST

Pursuant to | C 4-33-4-7, the IGC may place an individual on an
exclusion list if theindividual violatesthe ACT or if the IGC
determines that the individual’ s reputation or conduct may call
into question the honesty or integrity of the riverboat gambling
operation, or interfere with its orderly conduct. There are
currently 21 individuals on the exclusion list. Sixteen of the
individuals were added to the exclusion list in 2001 for the
following reasons:

(1) Thirteen individuals were arrested at Indiana riverboats for
engaging in the practice of using shaved, foreign, or improper
tokensin slot machines in an attempt to defraud the riverboat
licensee.
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(2) Two individuals were arrested at Indiana riverboats for
trading cards with another patron while playing table gamesin
an attempt to defraud the riverboat licensee.

(3) Oneindividual was arrested at an Indianariverboat for past
posting a bet on atable game after the outcome of the game
had been determined in an attempt to defraud the riverboat
licensee.



PROMOTIONS

In order to maintain the integrity of gaming in Indiana, al

promotional activity conducted by riverboat licenseesis subject

to review by the IGC. Promotional activity includes, but is not
limited to, slot and live gaming tournaments, contests and
specid events, such as parties, held on casino property.

In 2001, the IGC conducted regulatory overview of 781
submissions, 775 of those resulted in afavorable review by
| GC staff.

MINORITY AND WOMEN BUSINESS ENTERPRISE ISSUES

The Indiana General Assembly has placed provisionsin the
ACT designed to ensure that opportunity exists for significant
minority and women’ s business enterprise participation in the
riverboat industry. The ACT requires riverboat licensees to
expend at least 10% of the dollar value of the licensee's
purchase for goods and services with minority business
enterprises (MBE), and expend at least 5% of the dollar value
of those services with women’s business enterprises (WBE).
However, House Bill 1401 was enacted into law in 2001,
amending the ACT’ s requirements regarding MBE and WBE
expenditures. Pursuant to the amendment, |GC shall establish
annual goalsfor the use of MBEs and WBES. The goals will
be derived from the statistical analysis of utilization study that
was conducted by the state in 2000. |GC and the Department
of Administration are currently drafting administrative rulesto
reflect this amendment.

Certification

Only purchases made from certified MBEs and/or WBEs may
be counted toward credit for statutory compliance. In order to
be certified a business must be 51% minority or woman owned,
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and the minority or woman owner must control and manage the
daily operations of the business.

The Department of Administration’s Office of Minority
Business Development is the state agency responsible for
certification of minority, women’s, and other disadvantaged
business enterprises. In order to provide continuity in the
certification process, | GC has entered into a Memorandum of
Understanding with this office to review and certify
applications submitted by MBESs and WBEs wishing to do
business with Indianariverboats. Dollars expended with these
businesses will count toward the statutory goals found in the
ACT once the businessis certified or if its application has been
completed and its certification is pending. A business may be
certified as an MBE, WBE, or both. However, if abusinessis
certified as both, the Indiana Administrative Code only permits
the riverboats to apply the business toward either the MBE goal
or the WBE goal, but not both. This provision was adopted by
IGC through emergency rule promulgation in 2000. However,
pursuant to House Bill 1401, effective July 1, 2001, a business
that is certified as both an MBE and a WBE shall be deemed an
MBE for purposes of satisfying the statutory goals.



Reporting and Auditing

Riverboat licensees are required to file areport to the IGC in
January of each year containing al expenditures made in the
previous calendar year. Beginning in 2001, riverboat licensees
were required to file quarterly reports containing all
expenditures in addition to the annual report. Licensees break
out the expenditures that are not “qualified” goods and
services, including those that fall under the five statutory
exemptions found in IC 4-33-14-5. Once the qualified
purchases are identified, licensees must then list all purchases
of goods and services made from certified MBESs and WBEs.

The MBE/WBE annual reports are subjected to atwo-part
auditing process that involves both | GC and the Office of
Minority Business Development. The IGC examines the
reportsto ensure that all purchases exempted by the licensee
under |C 4-33-14-5 fall within the categories listed in the
statute. The Office of Minority Business Development verifies
that businesses listed as MBEs and WBEs are certified and that
dollar figures claimed match those reported by the vendors.

Efforts to Meet Goals

The Office of Minority Business Development maintains alist
of certified businesses that is made available to the riverboats.
Theriverboats are required to make a good faith effort to attain
the statutory goals. Failure to attain the goals or make a good
faith effort may result in adisciplinary action by IGC. The
riverboats often work together to meet these goals by
disseminating information and by participating in minority and
women’ s business enterprise awareness forums.
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Corrective Action

In 2001, three riverboat licensees submitted corrective action
plansto IGC for failing to meet the statutory goals and failing
to follow administrative rules regarding reporting procedures.
All three corrective action plans were approved by IGC in
December 2001.

Upon examination of expenditures, IGC found that Mgjestic
Star and Trump were incorrectly reporting expenditures made
with brokers. When purchasing goods or services from
vendors certified by MBD as a broker, ariverboat licensee may
only count the broker fees toward attainment of the statutory
goal. Majestic Star and Trump incorrectly reported broker
purchases on the 2000 MBE/WBE reports. Both licensees
submitted corrected reports to reflect the proper figures.

Trump met the statutory goal for MBE expenditures, but
Magjestic Star did not. Both Trump and Mgjestic Star submitted
corrective action plans that establish MBE/WBE compliance
programs. Pursuant to Mgjestic Star’s plan, it will make up the
shortfall amount during the 2002 reporting year.

Upon examination of expenditures, IGC found that Belterrafell
far short of meeting the statutory goalsin this area. Belterra
submitted a corrective action plan that establishes an
MBE/WBE compliance program. Pursuant to the plan,
Belterra set aside $750,000 in a fund to be expended for MBE
and WBE development. If IGC determines that Belterra has
not demonstrated substantial improvement in meeting the MBE
and WBE goals, it may require Belterrato set aside an
additional $750,000.

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY DIVISION

The Information Technology Division is responsible for the
implementation, management, and support of all information
systems and their corresponding hardware technologies within
IGC. Thissupport covers both the IGC's central office and the
ten gaming enforcement offices - one located at each riverboat.
The supported information systems include standard office
suite applications, end-user computing tools, and custom
designed applications. The division also coordinates the wide
area network (WAN) data communication connectivity to the
10 gaming enforcement offices. The division's primary goa is
to increase the | GC's productivity through ongoing
enhancements and refinements to the automation of the IGC's
day—to-day operations.

Major accomplishmentsin 2001 include the devel opment and
testing of the Electronic Gaming Device System (EGDS), an
enhancement to the incident and case reporting process, and the
upgrading of computer equipment at severa of the gaming
enforcement offices.

The EGDS has been designed to track the acquisition,
movement, and conversion of EGD assets throughout their life
cycle at an Indianariverboat.

The new system's functionality includes an online catalog of

I ndiana-approved gaming equipment; online submission of
requests by the riverboats for the acquisition, movement, or
conversion of EGD assets; the online coordination and
confirmation of shipment information by the suppliers; and the
online approval/disapproval of requests by the IGC.

The EGDS will greatly simplify and expedite the processing of
requests and will improve the accuracy of managing EGD
assets at Indianariverboats.
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The EGDS will be deployed in two phases:

Phase 1, which covers the acquisition of new EGD assets,
was implemented on January 28, 2002.

Phase 2, which will handle the movement and/or
conversion of existing EGD assets, is still undergoing
development and testing, and is due to be implemented
later in 2002.

The current process by which the gaming enforcement agents
at the riverboats create and store Incident Reports and Case
Reports was significantly improved by the implementation of
scanning technology. The agents can now scan an image of
attachments to these reports and embed them in a document
file. Thisalowsthe IGC users at the central office and other
riverboats to view the attachments online. Previously, hard
copies of attachments had to be mailed to the different
locations. And if need be, it also allows for the expeditious
transmittal of these documents to other jurisdictions.

The computer equipment in the gaming enforcement offices
was upgraded at several of the riverboatsin 2001. Thedivision
regularly evauates all on-hand computer equipment and
upgrades outdated equipment with new state-of-the-art
equipment.

Internet Resources

The IGC maintains extensive resources on its Web site at
www.in.gov/gaming. These resources include notices and
agendas of public meetings, monthly revenue reports, yearly
riverboat casino evauations, |GC annual reports, resolutions,
and alink to the Indiana Code.



ADMISSION AND WAGERING TAX

The wagering and admission taxes continued to increase and
the $492 million reported for 2001 exceeds the total for 2000
by $39 million. While several casinos saw a decrease in the

number of admissions, only two had a decrease in win.

The charts and graphs in this section are a compilation of the
monthly riverboat statistical reports for 2001. This
information reflects the total amount of admissions, win from
EGDs and table games and wagering and admission tax for
2001, as reported by each of the 10 operating riverboat
licensees. For informational purposes, the disposition of the
wagering and admission tax isincluded for 2001, aswell asa
seven-year comparative for 1995 — 2001.

Throughout the year, on the 20" da%/ of each month, or the
next business day following the 20", the IGC provides a
revenue release of the wagering and admission tax and
monthly riverboat statistical information for the preceding
month. These reports are available at the IGC Web site:

www.in.gov/gaming

The admission tax isimposed on the admissions to gambling
excursions at arate of three dollars for each person admitted
to the gambling excursion. The admission tax is calculated
on the total of the turnstile count, al patrons who board a
riverboat for an excursion, and the multiple excursion count,
all patrons who remain on board for two or more excursions.

The wagering tax isimposed on the adjusted gross receipts
received from authorized gambling games at the rate of 20%
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of the amount of the Adjusted Gross Receipts'(AGR). There
are two categories of authorized gambling games; electronic
gaming devices (EGD/slot machines) and live gaming
devices (table games). The income generated by these
devices, commonly known as win, is the major component of
AGR.

The ACT defines the disposition of the tax revenueto the
appropriate unit of state or local government depending upon
thetax type. The actual distribution of these fundsis
coordinated by the offices of the State Treasurer and the State
Auditor.

The RG-1 through RG-9 forms continue to be electronically
filed making the compilation of information easier

In 2001, the Audit Division and the Information Technol ogy
Division started the currently ongoing project of establishing
dial-up connections between a PC in the IGC's central office
and specific computer systems at each of the casinos. This
online connectivity will expedite the Audit Division's access
to various records and data maintained by the casinos and
eliminate some of the paperwork requested by the IGC.

! Adjusted Gross Receipts means the total of all cash and property
whether collected or not, received by a licensee from gaming operations;
minus the total of (A) all cash paid out as winnings to patrons and (B)
uncollectible gaming receivables, not to exceed the lesser of (i) a
reasonable provision for uncollectible patron checks received from
gaming operations; or (ii) two percent of the total of al sums, including
checks whether collected or not, less the amount paid out as winnings to
patrons.



CHARTS

In some instances there are extremely minor variations (i.e., $1 or $2)
between the Wagering Tax amounts shown in the charts in this report and
the Wagering Tax amounts contained in the December 2001 Monthly

Revenue Report.

These variations are due to different rounding methodol ogies contained
within the Electronic Tax System which is used by the riverboats to file their
taxes and Microsoft Excel which was used to prepare the charts contained in

this report.
